PROTECTIVE EFFECTS OF THE

COVID-19 VACCINES

Vaccination is one of the most effective ways to protect families, communities, each other and
ourselves against COVID-19. Evidence indicates that the COVID-19 vaccines are safe and effective at
preventing serious outcomes, such as severe illness, hospitalization and death due to COVID-19.

Two doses of the COVID-19 vaccine are needed for full protection. While current evidence shows good
effectiveness after one dose, a second dose is essential for longer-lasting and optimal protection.
Individuals are considered partially vaccinated 14 days after receiving a first dose, and fully
immunized 14 days after the second dose of vaccine.

The graphs below illustrate the effectiveness of one dose versus two doses of COVID-19 vaccine
against symptomatic illness and against variants of concern.
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0.4% or about four in every 1000 people with one dose (5159/1,186,689)
were diagnosed with COVID-19 14 days after their first immunization date

0.040% or about four in every 10,000 people with two doses (608/1,532,375)
were diagnosed with COVID-19 14 days after their second immunization date

COVID-19 OUTCOMES FOR FIRST NATIONS IN ALBERTA

4,950 COVID-19 cases with immunization history reveal the effectiveness of the COVID vaccine.
This data was collected between January 1, 2021 and July 6, 2021.
